s an effort to strengthen the national values
for educators in Indonesia’s provinces,
Lemhannas RI's Deputy for the Strengthening
of National Values Rear Admiral Dedy Yulianto
officially opened a Training of Trainers (ToT)
program on Monday (3/4) in the Ball Room of
Hotel Aston Tropicana, Cihampelas, Bandung,
West Java.
